“1f the wi ck e dgiagiBiha Ge hakrobbtd Walk in the da@ted ofllie, ,
without committing iniquity; he shall surely live, he shall not die.” — Ezekiel 33:15

When a sinner comes to Christ and repents of his evil ways, God graciously
forgives. The promise of Scripture is, “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just
to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness™ (1 John 1:9).

The sinner has not earned forgiveness. He does not deserve it. He deserves death.
But because God is love, and because He has provided righteousness and atonement
through His Son Jesus, He freely forgives the repentant one, saying, “Go, and sin no
more.”

But what shall the converted soul to about the wrongs in his past life? If he stole,
if he dafrauded, if he misrepresented, will he not do all he possibly can to make
matters right? Yes, the truly repentant person will “restore.” He will rectify, in so far
as possible, the results of his evil acts.

It is said that some years ago a missionary on one of the South Pacific islands
preached a sermon on the eighth commandment, “Thou shalt not steal.” The natives
listened intently as the missionary pointed out that true repentance involves
restoration —that if anything has been stolen, it should be returned to its rightful
owner.

The next morning a large number of people appeared at the missionary’s door.
“We hae not been able to sleep all night,” they said. “All these things we have
brought with us are stolen goods.” The repentant natives returned everything that
they had stolen, as far as they could. One man made a trip of seventy miles to another
island to find the owner of a saw that he had “borrowed”.

Restoration does not remove sin, but it gives evidence that we are still sorry for
our evil deeds. In spite of our best efforts to restore, we are still entirely dependent on
divine grace. Only Jesus can forgive us; only He can heal the wounds we have made;
only He can rectify the damage we have done. What a wonderful Savior He is!
