One-minute Meditation (Begin with a prayer) 
 

“Confess your faults one to another, and pray for one for another, that ye may be healed. 
The effectual prayer of a righteous man availeth much.” - James 5:16 
 

 “More things are wrought by prayer than this world dreams of. 
 Wherefore, let thy voice rise like a fountain for me night and day. 
 For what are men better than sheep or goats 
 That nourish a blind life within the brain, 
 If, knowing God, they lift not hands of prayer 
 Both for themselves and those who call them friend?” 
 

 How challenging are these lines by Alfred Tennyson, the nineteenth-century 
English poet laureate! Truly, “more things are wrought by prayer than this world 
dreams of.” It can more the arm of Omnipotence. Moses prayed, and God spared the 
golden-calf-worshipping Israelites at Sinai.  Joshua prayed, and the sun stood still. 
Elijah prayed, and fire consumed his sacrifice on Carmel.  Elisha prayed, and a 
heathen Shunammite’s son was raised to life. Nehemiah prayed, and a heathen king 
backed the rebuilding of Jerusalem. Job prayed, and the Lord doubled his earthly 
possessions, besides removing his affliction. David prayed, and God forgave his sins 
of impurity and murder. Hezekiah prayed, and an angel slew 185,000 enemy soldiers. 
Daniel prayed, and God shut the mouths of hungry lions.  The church prayed, and 
Peter was delivered from the sword of Herod.  Paul prayed, and Eutychus was 
restored to life. 

None of these petitioners were without fault.  But they were righteous. They were 
trusting in the merits of the Lamb and His shed blood.  This is the prerequisite for 
“effectual fervent prayer.” So “keep your wants, your joys, your sorrows, your cares, 
and your fears, before God. You cannot burden Him; you cannot weary Him. . . . 
Take to Him everything that perplexes the mind. . . . There is nor perplexity too 
difficult for Him to unravel.” -Steps to Christ, p. 100.
